SCREW PRESS

In 1463 Gutenberg invented the screw press for printing books. In the years that followed, these
machines were used to manufacture metal parts and in the 1700s for the coining of metals. Two
machines similar to those pictured below were manufactured in the 1800s to make jewelry
items and parts for watches. They produce extreme pressure when the balls are turned.

Background piece and inside heart have jump rings.
